[bookmark: _GoBack]Needless to say, after that he collected and relished everything he could find in the Gosvami’s books that would enhance his bhajana and he became very deeply engrossed in following the raganuga-marga. He remained absorbed in bhajana almost all the time. His extraordinary immersion in prema became obvious when he was engaged in sravana-kirtana. During lila-sravana-kirtana, tears, mucous and saliva would stream from his face, and two
Vaisnavas wiping them away could not stop the flow. Once, while sitting on the bank of the
Manasa-ganga in deep trance, he fell into the water and remained there for three days. On
the fourth day he floated to the surface. When his followers found him and pulled him out of
the water, they saw that he was still alive. After they loudly sang nama-kirtana for a long time,
he finally returned to external consciousness. From this time on, he was known as “Siddhababa.”

It has been said that because the Gosvami literatures were recorded in Sanskrit, and
Krsnadasa wasn’t particularly learned in that language, he sometimes felt troubled. He began studying the Sri Harinamamrta-vyakarana with some senior Vaisnavas, but he soon decided that it had become an impediment to his bhajana. Thinking that studying was a hindrance to bhajana, and that bhajana was a hindrance to studying, one night in great anxiety
he decided to give up his life in the Manasa-ganga River. The next morning he was summoned from his bhajana-kutira and saw that Sri Sanatana Gosvami and Sri Lalitaji had appeared. Not knowing quite what to do, Babaji Mahasaya prostrated himself at their lotus feet.
After blessing him by touching their hands to his head, Sanatana Prabhu and Lalitaji said,
“By our mercy, all the sastras will be spontaneously revealed to you. There is no benefit in
killing yourself. In your body great work will be done.” Then they both placed their lotus
feet upon his head and vanished.
Needless to say, after that he collected and

Later on, this bhajana-paddhati became well-known as the “Gutika.” One of his followers,
also known as Krsnadasa, expanded the book and distributed it widely among the Vaisnava
samaja. In addition, Siddha-baba also composed Prarthanamrta-tarangini, Bhavana-sara-sangraha,
Gaura-govindarcana-paddhati, Sadhanamrta-candrika and other books. Even though the first
Krsnadasa was the author of all these books, it was the second one who spread them around.
Yet a third Krsnadasa (Lala Babu) wrote a book called Nandisvara-candrika. It is said that after
Siddha-baba stayed submerged in the Manasa-ganga for those few days, he floated up holding some books. They were books that had been handwritten by Sri Visvanatha Cakravarti
Mahasaya, and they remained completely untouched by the water. It is well known that
when Sri Cakravartipada was writing these books, he was sitting in an uncovered place during the rainy season and not one drop of water touched them.
One day, while Krsnadasa was contemplating the holi-lila,3 in his meditative body he became covered with red powder, saffron, musk, camphor and sandalwood paste. Unknown to
anyone while he was still in trance, his external body had also been covered by these substances. When he returned to his normal consciousness and came outside his bhajana-kutira,
all the Vaisnavas there were astonished to see these transcendental substances on him
